‘the short-lived Billy Beer, a Texas brew-
ery has begun selling a beer named for
the nefarious star of the television show
“Dallas.”

The Pearl Brewing Co. of San Antonio,
hrewers of Pearl Beer and Country Club
Malt Liquor, says it has orders for a half-
million cases of “J.R. Ewing's Private
Stock,”” which is already on sale in parts
of Texas and will be available in much of
the country within a month.

The beer is being marketed on the
proposilion that evil sells. The character
s1.R., played by Larry Hagman, is a rapa-
cious Texas ollman whose good qualities,
3{ any, have been relentlessly written out
of his part. ’

“People today buy an image, not a

beer,”’ said the brewery’'s vice president,
Frank Spinosa, “'and a lot of people like a
lot of J.R.’s image. A man will buy J.R.
Ewing's Private Stock because it says a
lot about him without him even opening
his mouth."”

The beverage that comes along with
the image is a 15-calorie-a-can pre-
mium-priced beer that sgueezes every
possible bit of Texas chic into its market-
ing plans. Packaged in ‘‘six-shooter six-
packs” the 12-ounce cans are adorned
with a Western-st'y}e‘ bell, the words “‘Im-
ported from Texas,” and the following

words of wisdom_from J.R. himseif: “If g
you have to ask how much my beer costs, *

you probably can'l afford it."”

It is rather doubtful that all of the buildings shown in this artists rendition
of the Indiana Brewing Association aver oxisted., As was th2 case 1n many zarly
brewery pictures, dreams and plans szamz2d to o2 larger than th2 pockatbook., altnough
tha group of buildings along the street still stands today in mors or less original
condition, the Mississinewa River passes almo3t directly bzaind tha first lins of
buildings making it extremaly difficult to imagine a brewary complaex of this size
on *hat particular sits.

The Indiana Brewing Association ceassd operations when tha Zightasnth Amendmant
bacame law but ths building was still uszd as a meat packing plant during prohibition.
It was re-opsned in 1933 as the Kiley Brewing Company and their product was Patrick
Henry Bser. Around 15L0 the business was sold to the Fox Brewing Company which
operated the brewery uniil 1949. It has bzen us2d for many things since that time,
most recantly by a milk wholssaler and offics spacs.




A few waaks ago, 1 had th2 plaasure of spaak-
ing with Zmil Hirzsll who was th2 assistant brew-
master for the Fox Deluxe Brewing Company in Marionm,
Indiana up until the time it closed over thirty
years ago. Emil is in his ssvanti2s now, otill liv-
ing in Marion, and plays a m3an zame of golf, He
pot the second hola-in~cn2 of his golfing carsar
just last yzar and still occasionally breaks 8C for
18 holes.

imil served as assistant to his father who was
hsad brawmaster at Fox Deluxs in Marion. FHe cot
his start at the Buckey2 Brewsry in Tolado in 1933
and th2n movad to Chicago in 1935 to serve his
apprenticaship with ths Pater Hand Brewsry.. .

His father had worked for the Chippewa 3rewsry in Manistes, Michigan bafore moving
to Marion and Emil joined him thers at Fox Daluxe in 1942, Emil blames excessive union
demands for contributing to thes closing of the Marion branch of Fox Deluxe. Although
thay closed on Christmas in 1949, Imil was ths last smployss to leave the brewsry, ser-
ving as watchman after thzy clossd,

He still has many fond mamoriss of working in ths brewsery. Since the only cans
usad at the Marion location were Fox Deluxe and Silver Fox censtops, both quart and 12 oz,
it is particularly interasting to listen to some of his storiss. He recalls watching
many fishermen along the riverbank sort through the scrap pile behind the brewery locking
for half-fillad cans which were discarded rathsr than re-filled. I sorted through this

scrap pils a faw years ago and although it is almost solid with broken glass from
s ‘ . » bottles also discardsd there, I did find many
E ‘ partial cones all about grads 25, The many
pieces of broken glass seem to retain the mois-
turs within the pils and evarything m2tal within
the pils was rusted beyond recognitiocn,

He also recalls sorting out odd brand cones
that were occasionally mixed in by mistake with
ths cases of Fox Deluxe and Silver Fox that they
got from the can company. Up until a few years
ago he still had about 27 diffarsnt cones whan
he decided that they were taking up too much
room in the closat and gatting a little rusty
(probably graiz 2) »rd threw thsm all in tha
trash. dis trashman is probably still smiling.
